Marion Cares is a faith-based non-profit agency serving the needs of children and families in both the Linn-Mar and Marion Independent school districts. 





In 2007 three Christian business men gathered for coffee to ponder how the children of the Azure Apartments might be served. One week later 14 community leaders joined forces to provide academic and spiritual support. Playgrounds were built, filled backpacks were distributed, Homework Help and TxT Time programs began.





In 2014 Marion Cares serves directly in three neighborhoods (Azure Apartments, Marion Village and Squaw Creek Village) with afterschool and summer programs. Children also receive basic needs with four yearly programs. Volunteer and financial support is provided by partners including churches, businesses, service clubs, foundations, individuals, school districts, and area non-profit agencies.
